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Application Guidance

· Non-educational Community-Based Support Services (TEA)

Through the implementation of the member district policies and procedures as outlined in the Legal Framework for the Child-Centered Special Education Process, the member district ensures that any funds for noneducational services are managed and used as allowed by the IDEA and its accompanying federal regulations, state statutes and regulations.


The district will decide which students need noneducational support services. A committee made up of school staff who are knowledge about the students’ needs will be used to determine a need. 
The district will complete the application, if needed, for students who may be eligible for non-educational funds. Once the district is notified who will receive the funds, the district will inform the parent of the amount awarded and procedures to access funds. Funds will be paid directly to service providers.
